Pastor's Corner
Solemnity of The Most Holy Trinity

The essence of Divine Mystery is revealed through the Sacred Trinity. It's not a term associated with the Bible, but like
many aspects of the Church, it's implied in how God has chosen to reveal Himself, as Jesus directed His prayer to His
Father in heaven. while Jesus is also the human encounter with God and the sending forth of the Holy Spirit as the third
person of this homeostatic union. The formality of the Sacred Trinity as theology began to develop in the early life of
the Church around the second century. Tertullian, Theophilus of Antioch, and Ambrose all contributed to the
development of Trinitarian Theology. St. Patrick of Ireland was the most prolific in conveying the beauty of the Sacred
Trinity through the shamrock, which has lived on as an iconic symbol of Ireland. The sanctity of the Sacred Trinity lies
in knowing that God will always convey to us, as mere humans, the greatest mystery and awe. This comes out of the
Easter Season and, most recently, Pentecost and the gifts of the Holy Spirit, namely Fear of the Lord, which constantly
leads us to edify the God of the Bible and the Church on earth. We will never lose sight of the fact that the Sacred Trinity
is a mystery, nor should we. In Judaism, the name of God is so revered that His name Yaw....is so holy it is never
spoken! The context of mystery is so important because it is in striving to understand God that we challenge ourselves
to encounter Him in any capacity. He is God the Mighty and Omnipotent Father who gave His only begotten Son as a
ransom for many so that we might have life and have it more abundantly. He gave us the Holy Spirit to sustain and keep
us in the faith. Our salvation always depends on our response, and at any given point, we can lose it. We must
distinguish between the call to live as disciples and the call not to live as the Pharisees. In a modern context, to be his
disciples means we go where he is. We emulate him in humility, love, forgiveness, and charity. These are not worldly
attributes, but their value allows us to please God, for which is the treason to live. We follow him as those who are
willing. We are not called to be churchy nor to be holier than thou. We are not the liturgical police, or the silent board of
overseers, the know-it-alls, that do more to harm the family of God than to help it, but who are merely called to respond
to Christ's directives. and to be open to the Spirit of God. The Church, in her wisdom, gives us this day in honor of the
Sacred Trinity, so that we may contemplate this deep mystery of faith. Our desire should be aligned with that of the
Church. It's the first of two catechetical Sundays, with the next, Corpus Christi Sunday, inviting us to enter deeply into
the mystery of our faith. Let us remain steadfast in Awe of the Lord who loves us so much, that we can learn to love
Him in return, by allowing such love to be imbued beyond all earthly understanding, as we seek the Father encountered
by the Prodigal Son, who is all loving and merciful, as God our Father, yet through Jesus challenges us to pick up our
cross and follow Him, to rid ourselves of sin. We cannot have sinful intentions while seeking the wisdom of God. We are
called to be genuine because God is the Divine Eye who is All Seeing and All Loving, but that love requires that we
move through the Refiner's Fire.

Rincon del Pastor
Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad

La esencia del Misterio Divino se revela a través de la Sagrada Trinidad. No es un término asociado directamente con la
Biblia, pero, al igual que muchos aspectos de la Iglesia, esta implicito en la forma en que Dios ha elegido revelarse a Si
mismo: tal como Jesus dirigia su oracion a su Padre en el cielo, siendo Jesus, a su vez, el encuentro humano con Dios y
el envio del Espiritu Santo como la tercera persona de esta union armoniosa. La formalizacion de la Sagrada Trinidad
como concepto teoldgico comenzod a desarrollarse en los primeros tiempos de la Iglesia, alrededor del siglo II.
Tertuliano, Teofilo de Antioquia y Ambrosio contribuyeron al desarrollo de la teologia trinitaria. San Patricio de Irlanda
fue el més prolifico a la hora de transmitir la belleza de la Sagrada Trinidad a través del trébol, el cual ha perdurado
como un simbolo iconico de Irlanda. La santidad de la Sagrada Trinidad reside en saber que Dios siempre nos
transmitird a nosotros, meros seres humanos el mayor misterio y un profundo asombro. Esto surge de la temporada de
Pascua y, mas recientemente, de Pentecostés y los dones del Espiritu Santo; concretamente, el Temor de Dios, que nos
impulsa constantemente a edificar al Dios de la Biblia y a la Iglesia en la tierra. Nunca perderemos de vista el hecho de
que la Sagrada Trinidad es un misterio; ni deberiamos hacerlo. En el judaismo, el nombre de Dios es tan reverenciado su
nombre, Yah... que es tan santo que jjamas se pronuncia! El contexto del misterio es de suma importancia, pues es en el
esfuerzo por comprender a Dios donde nos desafiamos a nosotros mismos a encontrarlo en cualquier circunstancia. El es
Dios, el Padre Poderoso y Omnipotente, que entregd a su Hijo unigénito como rescate por muchos, para que nosotros
tuviéramos vida y la tuviéramos en abundancia. Nos entreg6 el Espiritu Santo para sostenernos y preservarnos en la fe.
Nuestra salvacion depende siempre de nuestra respuesta y, en cualquier momento, podemos perderla. Debemos
distinguir entre el llamado a vivir como discipulos y el llamado a no vivir como los fariseos. En un contexto moderno,
ser sus discipulos significa ir alli donde El estd. Lo imitamos en humildad, amor, perdén y caridad. Estos no son
atributos mundanos; sin embargo, su valor nos permite agradar a Dios, lo cual constituye la verdadera razéon de nuestra
existencia. Lo seguimos como aquellos que estan dispuestos. No hemos sido 1lamados a ser excesivamente eclesiasticos
ni a adoptar una actitud de superioridad moral. No somos la policia litiirgica, ni una silenciosa junta de supervisores, ni
los sabelotodos que hacen mas dafio a la familia de Dios que bien; mas bien, hemos sido llamados simplemente a
responder a las directrices de Cristo y a estar abiertos al Espiritu de Dios. La Iglesia, en su sabiduria, nos ofrece este dia
en honor a la Santisima Trinidad, para que podamos contemplar este profundo misterio de la fe. Nuestro deseo debe
estar alineado con el de la Iglesia. Este es el primero de dos domingos catequéticos; el siguiente, el domingo de Corpus
Christi, nos invita a adentrarnos profundamente en el misterio de nuestra fe. Mantengamonos firmes, llenos de asombro
ante el Sefior que tanto nos ama, para que podamos aprender a amarlo a El en reciprocidad, permitiendo que ese amor
nos impregne mas alld de toda comprension terrenal; busquemos al Padre que encontré el Hijo Prodigo quien es todo
amor y misericordia, como Dios nuestro Padre y que, a través de Jess, nos desafia a tomar nuestra cruz y seguirlo, para
despojarnos del pecado. No podemos albergar intenciones pecaminosas mientras buscamos la sabiduria de Dios.
Estamos llamados a ser auténticos, pues Dios es el Ojo Divino que todo lo ve y todo lo ama; sin embargo, ese amor
exige que pasemos a través del Fuego del Refinador.

THIS WEEKS READINGS: Celebrating God as Three in One.

The Trinity is the belief that God is three persons; the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Even though they are three,
they are all one God. This is the central part of our faith even though it is a mystery that we cannot fully understand.
Through the Trinity we learn how to live and love in unity in our own lives by being peaceful and loving towards

others. The Trinity shows us how God works in our lives, the Father creates, the Son saves, and the Holy Spirit
empowers us to live as faithful followers of Christ. We are taught that love is not just a feeling but something we show
through our actions, just as God loves us, we are called to love one another. We are saved by Jesus because through His
life, death and resurrection we have eternal life with God. We are guided by the Holy Spirit because He gives us strength
to live as followers of Jesus and helps us understand God’s will, while also comforting us in our struggles. Today we are
reminded of the importance of love, unity and relationships and we can obtain this through prayer, faith, and following
the example of Jesus. By understanding God as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, we realize how much He cares for us and
wants us to grow in relationship with Him. The unity of the Trinity challenges us to overcome division in our own lives,
in our families, workplaces or communities because we are all connected. Sometimes when we try to explain the Trinity
to someone, we might use symbols such as a three-leaf clover or a triangle, why not look around and see what other
symbols you might be able to use to explain the Trinity to someone. May you have a Blessed Trinity Sunday. (PC)
